Monitoring and Evaluation Outline
Goal: document short- and long-term changes in habitat, pheasants, and hunter success on 10,000 acre cooperatives and 3-county focus areas
1. One to 5 years post-implementation—10,000 acre cooperative scale
a. Measure habitat changes

i. Develop pre-management cooperative landscape plans

ii. Pre- and post-development habitat inventory

b. Measure pheasant abundance

i. Develop volunteer spring occupancy survey

1. routes on and adjacent to cooperatives

2. Relate changes in abundance to extent of habitat change

ii. DNR coordinates volunteers and analyzes data

c. Hunter Success

i. Hunter-cooperator diaries
2. After five years—3 county focal area scale compared to non-focus areas
a. Measure habitat changes

i. Landscape change based on remotely sensed data (e.g., satellite imagery)

b. Measure pheasant abundance

i. Mail-carrier brood indices

ii. Hunter harvest/effort

c. Hunter activity

i. Post-season mail surveys
