Steps for Establishing Pheasant Restoration Initiative Crowing Count Surveys
1) Distribute 9-20 listening points as evenly as possible across the initiative boundaries and use the same listening points each year unless there are safety reasons to drop a point from the survey.

2) Listening points should be located so that they are easily found (intersections of rural roads are often convenient if it the survey is road-based).  Keep in mind safety of observers and find locations where it is safe to pull a vehicle off the road and stand outside vehicles to listen.

3) It is best to have the same observer(s) repeat surveys within and among years as there is considerable variation in people’s ability to hear crowing pheasants.

4) Listening points do not necessarily need to be located along roads if landowners want to establish points on their property.

5) The target survey window is 1-20 May and surveys should be initiated 30 minutes before local sunrise.  Listen for exactly 3 minutes at each listening point and record all pheasant crowing vocalizations heard.  Consult the survey data form for additional instructions on how to conduct surveys.
